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At the end of April, Prosser Farmers Market Board President Sue Derryberry and I 
had a chance to visit Mexico (Yucatan Peninsula, a vacation that was amazingly 
fun!) On our way to visit the Mayan ruins in Chichen Itza we had the opportunity to 
visit a town, Vallodilid, that was off the usual tourist path.  While there we visited 
the community's large local market, held in the town square under a permanent, 
covered but somewhat open shelter.  The market was obviously a gathering place 
for the whole community.   The produce 
offered by a large number of vendors was 
amazing. There were radishes the size of 
limes, great looking fruits & vegetables, 
(some we couldn't identify, though the 
local vendors were patient with our lack of 
Spanish and found us a little amusing 
when we guessed completely wrong about 
an items' identity).   �
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��This open air market also offered chickens, pork and beef all hung from butcher 
stalls, where you picked your cuts or 
chose a freshly slaughtered chicken.  This 
was a little daunting to us, being used to 
our vacuum sealed, refrigerated meats.  As 
you can see from the pictures it was 
definitely a step back in time.  Speaking of 
stepping back in time, on our tour of 
Chichen Itza we were shown an area that 
when unearthed archaeologically was 
found to have been the site of the market 
for the City whose population at one time 

reached 70,000.  All that remains of this portion of the site are stone columns 
delineating the area.  One thing though is universal, the pride taken in growing good 
quality produce for customers that look for freshness and quality for their homes 
and families. ���
